You need 2 examples in all 3 activities.

1. You need to create a Poster
At the top, please write the word and definition. Then, describe the definition using multiple pictures.
For instance:  If my word is tone – the attitude a writer takes towards the audience.
I could find a picture of someone that is expressing emotion, a pencil and an audience.

Then please add 2 examples of your word to your poster with a couple pictures representing those as well. 

5 pictures total – 3 for definition, 2 for examples
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 = Tone
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The tone of Number the Stars is suspenseful. 

2. You need to create a Song with one of your words using either Mary had a Little Lamb, Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star, Happy Birthday or any very familiar short song. You need to include the word and definition somewhere in there and at least 2 examples of your lit device within the song.
For instance: (to the tune of Mary Had a Little Lamb…)
